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In the previous issue of PawPrints, published in the Fall of 2008, the lead 

article presented the possibility of a pet columbarium at the Trudy Brune Hill 

Country SPCA. Readers were requested to respond to a survey to let the Board of 

Directors know what they thought of this opportunity. 

Though response to the survey was 

light, slightly more than half of the 

respondents said they would appreciate 

having a private and quiet place to inter 

and visit a deceased pet. Respondents 

were also in favor of offering the 

service to people living outside the Hill 

Country, but many respondents 

reported they are able to bury pets on 

their own property and prefer to do so.  

More enlightening than the 

responses to the questions asked were 

the  comments  made  by the 

respondents.  

In particular, it became evident that 

the article did not correctly present 

both primary purposes of the 

columbarium project: 1) to raise  

money to support the operation of the 

shelter as well as 2) to offer a service 

to the pet loving community. A pet 

columbarium would be a contributor 

to, not a consumer of, HCSPCA 

operating funds and is in complete 

agreement with the HCSPCA mission 

statement. 

Also, the article did not address how 

the construction of a columbarium 

would be funded, and several 

respondents thought there were better 

uses of SPCA funds 

To clarify this point: If Board of 

Directors decides to proceed with the 

pet columbarium project, it would only 

do so if a grant were received to fund 

the columbariumôs construction and 

landscaping. (While grants for 

operating expenses are nearly non-

existent, ñbrick and mortarò grants to 

enable the raising of operating funds 

are easier to obtain.) 

At this point, no decision has been 

made, but the friends and supporters of 

the HCSPCA will be kept informed on 

the progress of this project. 

Thrift Shop Update  

The December response from Meadows Foundation concerning our grant 

request to fund the construction of a thrift shop contained both bad news and 

good news.  

The bad news was that our request was turned down. Because of the econ-

omy, only a small percentage of applicants received grant money, and the ma-

jority of the recipients had been affected by Hurricane Ike. 

However, because the response letter came from the president of the Mead-

ows Foundation and waived the usual 12-month delay between requests for 

assistance and because the foundation awarded so few grants this year, Chris 

Ward, Board President,  felt that all was not lost. He and Gary Priour, of the 

Hill Country Youth Ranch, who is assisting with the grant process, are devel-

oping a follow-up course of action. 

The Thrift Shop remains a major initiative of the HCSPCA Board of Direc-

tors and is key to the long term financial health of the organization. Therefore, 

work continues on this project.
