With recent TV news coverage of wildfires threatening, and sometimes destroying, homes in many loc
tions across the nation, it is important to recognize that Gillespie Country is not immune to disaster. We,
animal lovers and pet owners, need to be prepared to evacuate not only ourselves but also our animals in
event of a wild fire, chemical spill, severe storm, or other such disaster.

To be prepared for such an action, each of us needs to have a written plan that identifies where we wo
go and what we would take with us. It is important that we plan to take our pets with us and be able to care"
them no matter where we go.

We should have a AGo Box0 containing important
ment 6s notice.

The Go Box should contain a copy of our petsbo
conditions, and a picture of each of them, preferably alongside a family member. The purpose of the pictur
is to be able to more easily reunite us and our pets if we should become separated. The box should also 1
tain pet care supplies such as collars, leashes, paper towels, Kitty litter, pooper scoops, plastic baggie, etc.
food and regular medications should be easily available for inclusion in the box.
