Working for an animal welfare 

organization comes naturally to Laura. 

Growing up, she lived in rural Indiana, and 

people were always dropping unwanted 

animals off near her home. Her mother 

rescued many of them, providing them a 

foster home until she could arrange for their 

adoption. 

Lauraôs first job after college - she 

graduated from Purdue University with 

a degree in retail management ï was 

with a Humane Society, and she really 

enjoyed it. There, she did community 

outreach, adoption counseling, and took 

animals to visit nursing homes and  

group homes for the handicapped. ñThe 

senior citizens really enjoyed my visits,ò 

said Laura, ñand I listened to many, 

many stories about the dogs they once 

owned.ò 

Laura moved to the Hill Country from 

northern Indiana two years ago. She 

began volunteering at the shelter in the 

spring of 2007 and soon became an 

employee.   She has enjoyed learning 

how to treat the medical conditions our  

dogs and cats bring with them.  She 

finds it challenging and says she is 

always learning something new.  

For Laura, there are no typical days at 

the Trudy Brune Hill Country SPCA. 

ñYou just never know whatôs going to 

happen or who will come through the 

front door.ò 

Living in a kennel environment is stressful for 

animals, especially dogs. Although some adjust to a 

confined way of life, others never do and become 

ñkennel crazy.ò  They will run back and forth in 

their runs, leaping at the fencing and gates and often 

barking hysterically when a volunteer or visitor they 

are not familiar with approaches. They may adopt an 

aggressive posture, and challenge the onlookers..
