In 2008, Gillespie County and City of Fredericksburg officials will be 

adding new details to the communityôs disaster preparedness plan.  Because 

of recent federal and state laws,  we  expect that  new content in the Gillespie 

County/Fredericksburg document will include plans for evacuation and/or 

sheltering of  pets in the event of a disaster. 

However, responsibility for disaster 

preparedness does not just rest with 

community officials. It is up to each of 

us to be prepared for a natural disaster. 

For pet owners, that means also being 

prepared to care for our pets in other 

than a home environment. 

Here in the Fredericksburg area, a 

severe storm, flood, fire, or a chemical 

spill could cause an area to be 

evacuated. If necessary,  residents 

would probably take shelter with 

friends and family or in hotels and 

motels.  

To be prepared for such an action, 

each of us needs to have a written plan 

that identifies where we would go and 

what we would take with us. It is 

important that pet owners plan to take 

their pets with them. (The larger 

problem of what to do for stock 

animals in the event of an evacuation 

is the topic of another article.) 

Pet owners should prepare a ñGo 

Boxò containing important pet papers 

and pet care supplies. Ideally, this 

should be pre-packed and ready to go 

at a momentôs notice. 

In addition to  a copy of your petsô 

recent vet  records,  showing 

vaccinations and any medical  

conditions, you should also include 

your  emergency contact information. 

A picture of each of your pets, 

preferably with a family member in 

the picture, is also recommended.    

The purpose of the pictures is to allow 

you to be more easily reunited with 

your pet if you should become 

separated.  A proper fitting collar with 

an identification tag should be on your 

pet, with an extra set in the ñGo Box.ò  

Better yet, have your pets micro 

chipped and record their microchip 

numbers on their vet records. (You can 

get your pet micro chipped at the 

Trudy Brune Hill Country SPCA or at 

most veterinarians in the area.) 

You should pack at least a five day 

supply of water and the food your pet 

usually eats, as well as  any 

medications normally given. And 

donôt forget pet food dishes. For dogs, 

include a pooper scooper and plastic 

bags, and, for cats, include kitty litter  

along with a small litter box, scoop, 

and plastic bags.  Also include paper 

towels and liquid soap for clean up 

and a plastic airline crate or 

collapsible wire crate to confine your 

animal if necessary.
