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Pet Tales: Jax The Miracle Dog! by Ruth Lusk

Jax is a blue/white merle Australian shepherd. With his ears laid back and his timid
nature, he had a pretty tough life. His best day was when the Gutierrez family walked
into the SPCA looking for a dog, and his worst day was in January, 2008 when a
mountain lion attacked him. This is his story ...

Jax was surrendered for adoption due to inadequate housing and was brought to th
Hill Country SPCA on October 3, 2007. On October 22, Mike Guitierrez decided that
Jax should have a forever home with the Guitierrez family. He spent every afternoon
the next week with Jax , getting to know him and making sure that Jax would feel
comfortable with the family. The decision was made, and Jax went to his new home on
October 30, 2007. All was fine until January.

On January 30, 2008 , when Jax was at the ranch doing his job protecting the
horses, he was attacked by a mountain lion. Jax sustained extensive cuts, bite wound:
Kristie and Jax, March 2008 and a massive trauma to his back where the lion grabbed him by the scruff of his neck.

He managed to free himself from the mountain lion, andthrough his remaining surgeries and skin recovery.
